B.	The five primary activities of the Holy Ghost
1. To directs believers in the way of righteousness to represent The Lord; 
2. To divert harm from the presence and way of the believer:
3. To discern with a supernaturally higher recognition about things, events, activities, and actions of people.
4. To deliver the believer from evil.
a) Deliver defined:
· To provide a transport to carry something or someone to an intended place.
· To free or release something or someone from a situation.
· To carry something or someone to another.
· To get it done or to make it happen
b) The Holy Ghost is God’s Divine GPS (global positioning system)
· He leads believers knowing where God wants believers to end up or to be;
· God leads His people to win; Exodus 23:20; Joshua 1:3,7,8;  Psalm 23:2,3; 32:6-11; 
· God’s voice speaks to spiritual hearts that He can lead; Isaiah 30:21; 48:17-22; John 4:23,24; John 10:1-14
· God speaks to those He can lead that are spiritual; Psalm 5:7,8; 
· God teaches those that He leads; Psalm 25:4-10; 27:10,11
 43:3; 143:7-12

c) The Holy Ghost makes plans for believers to be released from evil and He makes these plans happen to God’s satisfaction:
