Knowing My Enemy
Isaiah 14:12-19

The readiness to do battle with our enemy calls for Christian planning.  One of the first efforts in our new walk with Christ in order to have a great battle plan is to KNOW MY ENEMY. Paul lets us know in Ephesians 6:12 that our enemy is not flesh and blood.  Each growing Christian must learn to identify the enemy of the faith.  
In this lesson we will get the opportunity to learn how to point him out as he appears on the battlefield.  Gene Getz says that the battlefield of the believer is the mind.  In his daily fights with believers Satan desires most to get control of one’s mind.  Satan uses devices, tactics and strategies that lure Christians to become his victims.  Satan’s tricks and habits have never changed of the thousands of centuries and years.  Exactly what he used on others in the Bible long ago Satan is still using those same things on people today.  
Satan promises the best, but pays with the worst; 
he promises honor and pays with disgrace; 
he promises pleasure and pays with pain; 
he promises profit and pays with loss; 
he promises life and pays with death.---Thomas Brooks.
The Prophet Isaiah gives us the most verses in one single place in the Bible, other than in Genesis chapter 3, that can help identify Satan, the Christian’s worst enemy. Because of his variety of ways that he presents himself it is most difficult to recognize him at times.  Because of his persuasiveness, deceitfulness and illusionary characteristics his tricks and traps are easy for the flesh to fall into.  In this lesson let’s learn some things about our worst enemy that will help us obtain the winning circle. Let us plan for who he is and how he works to lure us away from what God wants for us. Satan also has tactics and strategies. All Christians must intentionally have a plan of action to combat the enemy as they pursue Christ as their ultimate outcome and victory.    Remember the following in your Christian planning:
Our Mission = resist the devil and sin
Our Goals = be faithful to God (in our living)
Our Strategy = engage more in local Christian spiritual networking activities
Our Tactics = attend SS/LTC regularly, attend prayer meetings regularly, daily Bible reading, 
                        walk in the spirit, follow Divine instructions, live within personal means and save 
	          money, volunteer for Christian missions, fast, tithe, assemble for worship often at 
	          Church, forgive others, love my neighbor as myself, grow in faith, stay in good health, etc.
