DISCIPLESHIP:  KNOWNING GOD TO TURN HIS PROMISES INTO YOUR POSSESSIONS
Part 2
Matthew 7:21-29
Christians are healthy when they know who they are and what their purpose is to God (Jeremiah 29:11)
[bookmark: _GoBack]Jesus is teaching His disciples separated from the multitude.  Chapters 5,6 & 7 are all one sermon or lecture that takes place on the same day at the same time at the same place.  All that Jesus teaches and preaches in this message is summed up in our text in chapter 7:21-29.  Jesus wants His disciples to know their spiritual identity and how that identity promotes their purpose to God. Jesus teaches with the understanding that God’s people were living under occupied territory.  Today is no different.  Christians live daily under occupied territory.  It is so easy to adopt the wrong identity living in occupied territory. Look at the general outline of the message in Matthew:
I. Chapter 5:3-9 Jesus teaches them that God expects them to live with a kingdom mindset to achieve the best that God has in His promises for them.
II. Chapter 5:10-12 Jesus teaches them the purpose for Christian opposition.
III. Chapter 5:13-16 Jesus teaches them the value of becoming visible demonstrations of power. 
IV. Chapter 5:17-32 Jesus teaches His disciples a new social application for being His disciples.
V. Chapter 5:33-48 Jesus teaches His disciples to follow Him into a new commitment with God. 
VI. Chapter 6:1-18 Jesus teaches His disciples a deeper personal and private commitment to God without becoming a public show-off.
VII. Chapter 6:19-24 Jesus teaches His disciples the value of inward riches over outward riches of the world.
VIII. Chapter 6:25-34 Jesus teaches the value of trusting God without worrying over daily provisions and to set their priority focus upon God for the best outcome.
IX. Chapter 7:1-6 Jesus teaches His disciples the high value of not to judge other people.
X. Chapter 7:7-11 Jesus teaches His disciples that nothing is off limits if you know how to approach God and ask for it.
XI. Chapter 7:12-14 Jesus teaches His disciples the value of building great relationships that leads to godliness.
XII. Chapter 7:15-20 Jesus teaches His disciples to know false people and false things.
XIII. Chapter 7:21-29 Jesus teaches His disciple the highest healthy values of deeper kingdom living. 
XIV. Possessing a great kingdom house (your life)
A. Build by hearing and heeding to the principles of Christ. v.24a,b
1. Practices are always promoted by principles, good or bad. v.17
2. Verbal assertions are never good enough to be a true disciple; v.21
B. Build for future stormy seasons. Two houses but same storm. vv.25a, 27a
1. Dig deep.
2. Be patient in your labor. 
3. Expect seasons to change.
C. Avoid building upon sandy sources. v.26
1. Sand shifts.
· Sand moves when least expected.
· Sand is uncertain and unreliable
2. Sand sinks.
· Sand let’s you down when you need it to hold you up.  
3. Sand shambles
· Sand falls down when you need it most to stay up.
D. Build upon a sure solid foundation.  v.25b; Ps. 127:1
1. A solid foundation can be tested by time and trials of this old world.
2. A solid foundation that will hold up under stormy conditions.
