Acts 12:1-12
	How much this drama is like life today.  Evil is always trying to upset righteousness.  Evil is always trying to make righteousness feel uncomfortable, unwanted and out of place. There are many imprisoning situations God’s people are still faced with today.  In fact, every born again believer has a jailer and a prison.  (Who is your jailer and where is your prison?).  I suggest that many Christians are imprisoned TODAY by various prisons that are holding them back from their God-given freedom:
In this text are solutions to handling any prison situation.  
I. [bookmark: _Hlk484307673]Peter did not lose sleep or lose his trust in God over the situation.
· There is no sign of stress or struggle by Peter; v. 6
II. [bookmark: _Hlk484307632]Peter rested his faith and belief in the power of prayer; v. 5
· The Church that prays TOGETHER is a POWERFUL CHURCH!
· The Church must always pray for its members…bad member or good members
III. [bookmark: _Hlk484307592]Peter waited for a Divine plan of instructions under the leadership of the Holy Ghost; vv. 7,8
· Peter did not resort to acts of desperation to free himself but waited for God’s plan.
IV. [bookmark: _Hlk484307533]Peter believed in Divine deliverance; vv. 10,11
· God did not forget Peter in prison…neither will He forget you. I Cor. 10:13
· Joy can still come after prison doors have been closed; Ps. 30:5
V. [bookmark: _Hlk484307563]Peter became a living witness to let others know that God answers prayer. v. 12
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
