THE SAVING ACT OF GOD

	Both texts passages reveal much about the SAVING ACT OF GOD. 
 (Review both texts)
	At this point, we need to explore the reasons why neither the prodigal son or Paul turned around and went back into the world upon being saved.  Why did they continue in the choice they made to follow THE WAY of God rather than obey their own personal opinions?  What is it that happens to a person that makes them to continue to serve God, even through adversity and extreme temptation?  What is it that makes a person keep on going for the Lord when they feel like giving up?  Within the SAVING ACT OF GOD several things that happen to every person that is truly saved:
1. The MIND is illuminated (conversion).
2. The HEART is motivated (conviction).
3. The WILL is captivated (commitment).
When the ACT OF SALVATION seeks out its subject certain general spiritual principles apply:
1. The SAVING ACT OF GOD has NO RESPECT OF AGE.

2. The SAVING ACT OF GOD pursues its subject regardless of moral standing.

3. The SAVING ACT OF GOD is powerful enough to override the will of any person to get them saved.
A. The Holy Spirit is God’s greatest missionary in all the world.
· The prodigal was saved in a hog pin; vv.15-18 
· Saul was saved on the Damascus Road surrounded by others while on his way to do wrong. Acts 9:4,7
4. The SAVING ACT OF GOD is personified through the revealing presence and power of Jesus Christ ONLY; Acts 4:12; Acts 9:5

5. The SAVING ACT OF GOD influences and demands an eternal CHANGE towards God; Acts 9:6
A. Must allow Jesus Christ to perform the process; Galatians 2:20 

6. The SAVING ACT OF GOD pardons the past as it cleans up the present to make one ready for future service.
A. The prodigal arose; Luke 15:18
B. Saul accepted his commission; Acts 9:15,16
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
