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  I.	12 spiritual tools Christians must effectively use to develop a listening ear to God.
1. Faith = to follow God
2. Obedience = the action performed after believing God
3. Prayer = to communicate with God
4. The Word of God = God speaking to His people  
· Church people who cannot hear the voice of God and understand The Word of God get angry and unruly; John 10:23-39
· God’s word acts as a GPS system to guide those that believe; Psalm 119:105
· God’s word gives understanding to those who have no formal views in life; Psalm 119:130
· Those that love the law (word) receive peace and strength to endure challenges; Psalm 119:165
· Those that study and ingest The Word of God live a lifestyle by The Word of God become powerful to judge in the spirit of Jesus Christ; I Corinthians 2:1-16
A. Christians are expected as disciples of Jesus Christ to be strengthen and live by their Spiritual Intelligence Quotient (SIQ). John 4:23,24
B. Chapter 2 outlined:  The simple message: Christ crucified

Paul didn’t use cleverness of speech or excessive wisdom (1)
He stuck to the basics: Christ crucified (2)
It wasn’t his power (3)
It was the power of God (4)
So that their faith would be in God alone (5)
There is a place for deeper wisdom; it should be taught to believers (6)
Now the wisdom of God, which was a mystery before, was revealed (7-10)
This wisdom was not understood (8)
The wisdom of God is unknowable without God’s special revelation (9)
God revealed this wisdom to us through His Spirit (10)
The Spirit of God knows everything about Him (11)
The Spirit of God has come to us so that we can also know God (12)
Once we know the things of God we must speak the things of God, but with spiritual, not human, wisdom (13)
A person who doesn’t know God considers the things of God to be foolishness (14)
The spiritual person can discern truth, but the natural person cannot understand the truth about spiritual people (15)
We can know the thoughts of Christ (16)
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
