II. Abraham’s servant leadership to rescue Lot – Chapter 14
III. God working the hidden hope in Abraham – Chapter 15
1. God speaks to Abraham’s future by faith; 
2. Abraham questioned God to know his future and prepares offerings before The Lord for His arrival; 
3. While Abraham is under darkness God takes Abraham to the future; 
4. God makes His covenant with Abraham by a hidden hope; 
5. The hope of Abraham is hidden in the promise of God; 
6. God’s hidden hope for the seed of Abraham includes what already belonged to ten (10) other    
tribes already occupying the future promise over the years; vv.19-21 (play a major role to the future promise)
IV. The temptation of Abraham’s hidden hope; Chapter 16
1. Sarai’s case is stated and Hagar introduced; v.1
2. Abraham’s submission to human will over God’s hidden hope; v.2
3. Hagar becomes the substitute for the hidden hope by the will of Sarai; v.3
4. Sarai’s plan backfires on Abraham; v.4
5. Sarai shift’s the blame of her actions to Abraham; v.5
6. Abraham reversed the poor human recommendation back to Sarai to resolve; v.6
7. The angel finds Hagar in the wilderness by a fountain of water; vv.7,8
8. The angel commands Hagar to return and submit to Sarai; v.9
9. The angel makes Hagar a promise and informs her that she is with child and gives the child a name; vv.10,11
· NOTE:  Hagar is permitted by God to be blessed by His mercy, but her child is not the promise of faith by Abraham. God grants Hagar His mercy even though she is NOT the mission of God’s will or His hidden hope in Abraham.
10. A description of the son of Hagar; v.12
11. Hagar is amazed and surprised of God lienence towards her and having seen the presence of God she is still alive; v.13
12. God gives naming rights to the well because of Hagar; v.14 (The well of Him who liveth and sees me) 
13. Hagar gives Abraham Ismael at age 86 years old; vv.15,16
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
