                    Bible Fact: God expects for His chosen, i.e. saved people, to hear His voice in order for them to demonstrate and communicate an effective response of obedience and acceptance of His will.
The Big Idea:	By developing a sensitive spiritual ear to the voice of God the measure of the faith, righteousness, peace, prosperity, power and joy of every believer will become more personally rewarding and to the glory of God.

  I.	12 spiritual tools Christians must effectively use to develop a listening ear to God.
1. Faith = to follow God
2. Obedience = the action performed after believing God
3. Prayer = to communicate with God
4. The Word of God = God speaking to His people  
5. The Will = authorizes actions to perform for God

1. The MIND must be ILUMINATED (conversion) change
2. The HEART must be MOTIVATED (conviction) confidence

· Being aware that God is at work in them; v. 13 
· How God works in Christians; Galatians 2:20; Ephesians 3:20
· The mind = where thoughts are made
· The heart = where decisions are made
· The will = where actions are performed
· As Children of God without excuse; vv.14-16
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Doing all things without murmuring and complaining v. 14; I Thessalonians 5:19; I Peter 2:12
· Be ready to help the weak in the faith but not to support negativity; Romans 14:1
· Murmuring and complaining comes from those who do not possess the spirit of God.
· Negativity mindset produces negative atmosphere and quenches the Holy Sprit
· Remain blameless and harmless in the midst of a crooked and perverse generation v.15
· Be strong and spiritually prepared to survive in a carnal or flesh-controlled community
· Holding fast the word of life, so that Paul may rejoice in the day of Christ; v.16
· Be ready to expose Christ in you as evidence that your teaching is not in vain
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
