CONSCIOUS LEADERSHIP
I have come to recognize that conscious leaders tend to share certain characteristics.”
Conscious Leaders by Teresa Shaffer, “Conscious Leadership: Why Do We Need It?”
1. Are self-aware and introspective. They know who they are and they have a wisdom that is a deeper intelligence, an inner authority.
2. Serve from a higher purpose and inspire a vision. They transcend ego for the greater good of the organization and humanity.
3. Have a genuine curiosity to understand others and create a deeper connection.
4. Create cultures where others can flourish, feel empowered, and realize their potential.
5. Lead with an emphasis on what the “Whole” needs – employees, customers, stakeholders, and the organization. Connecting with the Whole and aligning purposes creates win-win-wins, sustained results, and better futures.
6. Are confident, compassionate, courageous, and can make tough decisions while taking full responsibility for their decisions.
7. Practice humility and authentic power. This is power from within rather than a focus on external power based on the trappings of titles and prestige.
8. Live life from a place of integrity and wholeness. They are grounded in values, family, community and work.--- By Teresa Shaffer, “Conscious Leadership: Why Do We Need It?”
I. The temptation of Abraham’s hidden hope; Chapter 16
1. The angel commands Hagar to return and submit to Sarai; v.9
2. The angel makes Hagar a promise and informs her that she is with child and gives the child a name; vv.10,11
NOTE:  Hagar is permitted by God to be blessed by His mercy, but her child is not the promise of faith by Abraham. God grants Hagar His mercy even though she is NOT the mission of God’s will or His hidden hope in Abraham. Sarai is the mission of the hidden hope. There is NO SUBSTITUTE for the promises of God. What He says will happen.
3. A description of the son of Hagar; v.12
4. Hagar is amazed and surprised of God leniency towards her and having seen the presence of God she is still alive; v.13
·  ONLY GOD DETERMINES HIS WILL AND THE OBJECT OF HIS WILL, NOT MAN.
· And she called the name of the Lord. Thou God seest me!  She found that the eye of a merciful God had been upon her in all her wanderings and afflictions; and her words seem to intimate that she had been seeking the Divine help and protection, for she says, Have I also (or have I not also) looked after him that seeth me? That Hagar was now convinced that God himself had appeared unto her, and was surprised to find that, notwithstanding this, she was still permitted to live; for it is generally supposed that if God appeared to any, they must be consumed by his glories. Have I here also seen the LATTER PURPOSES or DESIGNS of him who seeth me?---Adam Clarke’s Commentary
· Hagar is recipient of God gracious attention and His merciful favor.
